This memo is intended to serve as a reminder that all students and trainees must have written proof of immunity to the following diseases prior to arriving on campus.


1.  Measles


2.  Mumps


3.  Rubella


4.  Varicella (Chicken pox)


5.    in addition to Tb clearance

Please reference the hospital’s Employee Health P&P should you have any further questions. Programs should begin early to gather this information.  Written proof of titers and Tb clearance are required prior to commencing Hospital orientation.

More detailed explanation on immunizations, etc. from Ronnica Lee 

Attached is the most current HSH Immunity/Immunization Clearance Form.  This Immunization clearance form is a mandatory requirement and must be fully completed, signed by a physician, and turned in to me; before I am able to schedule any new employee or student for HSH Orientation classes. HSH Orientation classes are also mandatory and must be attended before any employee/student is able to work on the HSH campus.  

 The Immunization clearance does require that a titer/blood test proving positive results for rubella, rubella, mumps, and chicken pox be obtained.  If positive blood test results are not obtained, new employee/student will be required to get follow up immunizations, some which require 2 doses that are 28 days apart; thus prolonging a person's orientation and start date.  

HSH policy also requires that all students have 2 TB aka PPD test done (as listed on the right hand column) TB test can be done for free at various clinics across the state.

HSH staff development recommends that all new employee/students complete CPR certification prior to your scheduled orientation date.  All students and direct care employees must sign up and completed the Heartsaver CPR class.  This class is provided at various locations out in the community, or you may contact HSH Staff Development at 236-8714 (Jess) or 236-8715 (Stacie) to sign up for CPR classes offered at HSH.
